Cape Charles Water Tank Maintenance  

As part of the maintenance process for the Cape Charles Water Tank, the Public Utilities Department will be 

draining the water tank to allow for maintenance to be performed to the interior of the tank.  The interior of the 

tank will also be painted during this period. 

 

The water tank will be drained on Sunday, April 24th, and taken off-line for the maintenance activities.  Water 

will be stored in reserve tanks located at the water plant.  The work is expected to last through the end of May. 

 

During this period, residents may experience some fluctuations in water pressure. 

 

The water system has been tested and monitored very closely to ensure that the Town’s water supply would not 

be compromised during this period.  Even though the Town is confident that there will be an ample water 

supply, we are asking residents to please conserve your water consumption during this timeframe.  Click here 

for tips on conserving water.
